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AFTER THE STOP IN BEIJING, THE TRAVELLING EXHIBIT MILANOMADEINDESIGN 
IS NOW HOSTED BY THE CITY OF SHANGHAI 

On display the quality, beauty, design and lifestyle of Milan territory

Shanghai – November 9, 2007. After the success last July of the first Chinese stop in Beijing, the travel of MILANOMADEINDESIGN around China has gone on: the exhibit has landed in Shanghai and from today till November 27 will be on show at Duolun Museum of Modern Art, in order to continue promoting the Milanese design system in this extremely interesting area, rich in internationalization opportunities for Italian companies.     
Promoted by the Province of Milan, the Milan Chamber of Commerce, and the Municipality of Milan, in collaboration with Lombardy Region and La Triennale di Milano, the exhibit is unique and innovative: it showcases Milan and its territory as a huge creativity factory, where design represents the capability to generate products and objects that have become icons of the Italian style. 

Set by “Studio Origoni and Steiner” like a Renaissance workshop, MILANOMADEINDESIGN exhibit guides visitors in a charming journey in the Milan territory also through “Studio Azzurro” multimedia installations. It  presents the geographical area nestled between the Alps, to the North, the Ticino and Adda rivers, in which objects have been created, together with the faces of craftsmen, designers and entrepreneurs who realized them. It also highlights brands and companies, and some of the most famous icons of Milan’s creative industry. 
Following the leitmotiv of Milan bid to the 2015 Universal Expo “Feeding the planet, energy for life”, the exhibit has enriched its offer with a new thematic area dedicated to Food design, facing the issue of food from the design perspective, and presenting the tools, the containers and the materials that make the meal a unique and multi sensorial experience, a typically Italian ritual to live as convivial pleasure.

The over 170 exceptional items on show – selected by an elite committee led by Aldo Colonetti, scientific director of IED (European Institute of Design) Group, and chaired by Gillo Dorfles – reflects several design disciplines such as fashion, food, automotive, sport, lighting and furniture among others. 
They are objects that come from design-minded companies like Prada, Artemide, Boffi, Alessi, Fratelli Guzzini and Milan’s famed manufacturing industries, but also from young designers and local design schools, where talented people have learnt and are still learning how to express their creativity. 
The exhibit – that since 2006 has promoted Milanese design system in New York, Toronto, Tokyo and Beijing – is organized by Milano Metropoli Development Agency in collaboration with Shanghai Duolun Museum of  Modern Art, with the patronage of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the Ministry of Economic Development, 3M as technical partner. It is sponsored by International Keen Corporation, with Abitare and Casa&Design as media partners, Promos as organizational and events’ partner.
