MILAN EXHIBITION COMES TO THE DESIGN EXCHANGE 


Milano Made in Design is presented by the Province of Milan, the Milan Chamber of Commerce  and the Municipality of Milan, with the support of Macef, Viappiani Printing, and 3M. The exhibit was organized by Milano Metropoli Development Agency.  The exhibition is presented by Design Exchange in partnership with the Italian Chamber of Commerce of Toronto, with additional support from Scotiabank Group and Castlepoint Investments.
Toronto, Ontario:  The Design Exchange (DX) will present MILANO MADE IN DESIGN to the Toronto public in partnership with the Italian Chamber of Commerce Toronto. The exhibit opens to the public on Friday September 22.  The DX is Canada’s design centre whose mission is to promote the value of design. It is located at 234 Bay St, Toronto. 

MILANO MADE IN DESIGN is a new exhibition which promotes the geography, the people and the entrepreneurial spirit of the Milan region, and includes over 100 items, reflecting several design disciplines such as fashion, automotive, lighting and furniture among others. The goal of the exhibition is to showcase the truly unique nature of the Milan design and business community, in which artisans, business, and schools are in close contact. It celebrates the full scope of design knowledge as rooted in the greater Milan area, drawing on the community’s common tradition of entrepreneurial endeavour, artisan practices and a network of small businesses. 

This multimedia exhibition spans several design fields and includes areas devoted to subjects such as Apparel and Accessories, Light and Shadows, Home, Sweet Home 

Handmade and Ideas and Materials.  The exhibition includes multimedia work created by Studio Azzuro, such as an  interactive ‘carpet’  which displays photographs of artists at work in Milan.  The creative vision behind the exhibit lies with Aldo Colonetti of Ottagono and Studio Origoni e Steiner. He has designed a major portion of the exhibit to resemble an artist’s workshop, with objects on display.  The exhibit is accompanied by a design resurce  directory which can be downloaded from www.milanomadeindesign.com. 

The DX is presenting a public lecture on Thurs. September 21 which will include Paolo Rosa, who has since 1982 been one of the people behind Studio Azzurro Produzioni. He will be joined by Aldo Colonetti, Creative Director of the exhibition.  Admission to the lecture is $15.00 per ticket ($5 for DX members). It will take place on the Trading Floor. It will commence at 6.00 pm to be followed by a reception at 7:00 pm.

This exhibition is the product of a partnership between Toronto and Milan. On April 15, 2002, the city of Toronto and the city of Milan signed a Letter of Intent as part of the twinning of their cities to promote business, trade and cultural relations between them. One part of this alliance is the development of targeted cooperative programs and information exchanges in key industries such as design, information technology, telecommunications, new media, tourism and financial services.
